KEY RESPONSIBILITIES:

» Drive agency vehicles and transport program participants, as required, and assist in care and
maintenance of NSSRA vehicles as required.

» Recruit, hire, train, supervise and evaluate part-time seasonal employees and volunteers.

» Develop curricula and goals for recreation programs for adults with disabilities.
